Bricks are available in two sizes. The standard 4"x8" brick may contain up to 
three lines of text with 18 characters in a line (spaces and punctuation count). 
Lettering is UPPERCASE and centered on the brick. Pricing is as follows: 

Individual = $100.00 

Department = $150.00 

Fire Academy Class = $250.00 

Metro Department = $500.00 

The 8”x8" bricks (a.k.a. logo bricks) may contain either a logo or six lines of text 
(18 characters in a line, spaces and punctuation count). If you wish to have a 
logo or artwork engraved, please send an electronic file (pdf. or jpg.) of your 
image to Judi Whitlow at jwhitlow@firehero.org. Remember to include your name 
and contact information.
